There was an old woman by the name
Radhabai who came to Shirdi with the people
of Sangamner to take Baba’s Darshan; and, on
getting a sight of the Lord of Shirdi, wished to
make Him as her Guru and take some Upadesh
from Him. She sat on a fast-unto-death with the
resolve that she wouldn’t withdraw till the time
Baba blows some mantra in her ears.(A mantra
is a sacred word, sound or phrase, usually in
Sanskrit, which is believed to have a spiritual
and psychological power. Meaning : “tool of

thought” in Sanskrit; a mantra is often used in
meditation as a way to harness and focus the
mind.)

On Shama’s
== request, Baba
% summoned the grand
old lady to the Masjid,
and thus spoke to her :

“Oh mother, why
are you subjecting
yourself to unnecessary
£+ - tortures and hastening
your death? You are
really my mother and
I am your child. Take
pity on me and hear me
through. I tell you my
own story, which if you
s listen carefully, will do

you good. I had a Guru.
He was a great saint and most merciful. I served
him long, very long; still he would not blow any
mantra into my ears. I had a keen desire, never
to leave him, but to stay with and serve him;
and at all costs receive some instructions from
him. But he had his own way. He first got my
head shaved and asked me two pice as Dakshina
(A pice is a former Indian coin worth one sixty-
fourth of a rupee. Its plural is also pice.)... His
two pice were (1) Firm Faith and (2) Patience or
perseverance. | gave these two pice or things to
him, and he was pleased.

“I resorted to my Guru for 12 years. He
brought me up. There was no dearth of food and
clothing. He was full of love. Nay, he was love
incarnate. How can I describe it! He loved me
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most. Rare is a Guru like him. When I looked at
him, he seemed as if he was in deep meditation,
and then we both were filled with bliss. Night
and day, I gazed at him with no thought of
hunger and thirst. Without him, I felt restless.
I had no other object to meditate, nor any other
thing than my Guru to attend to. He was my
sole refuge. My mind was always fixed on him.
This is one pice - Dakshina. Saburi (Patience
or perseverance) is the other pice. I waited
patiently and very long on my Guru and served
him. This Saburi will ferry you across the sea of
this mundane existence. Saburi is manliness in
man; it removes all sins and afflictions, gets rid
of calamities in various ways, and casts aside all
fear, and ultimately gives you success. Saburi
is the mine of virtues, consort of good thought.
Nishtha (Faith) and Saburi (Patience) are like
twin sisters, loving each other very intimately.

“My Guru never expected any other
thing from me. He never neglected me, but
protected me at all times. I lived with him, and
was sometimes away from him; still I never
felt the want or absence of his love. He always
protected me by his glance, just as the tortoise
feeds her young ones, whether they are near her
or away from her on the other side of the river
bank, by her loving looks. Oh mother, my Guru
never taught me any mantra, then how shall 1
blow any mantra in your ears?”

(Shri Sai Sat Charita, Chapters 18-19)

These nectar-like words of Baba changed
the heart of the old woman and she gave up her
fast. She caught the glimpse of her desired Guru
in Sai, and ‘learnt’ the mantra of ‘Shraddha’
and ‘Saburi’ from Him.

Once, Tatya Saheb Nulkar’s six-month-
old nephew was sick at Jalgaon, and Kaka
Puranik sent Udi (Angara or Vibhuti) for the
ailing child. Tatya Saheb Nulkar applied this
Udi on the forehead of his nephew. And, lo! The
hopelessly ill child recovered.

On one occasion, Tatya Saheb Nulkar
wrote to Nana Saheb Chandorkar telling him,

“Kaka Puranik was at Pandharpur in
February 1909. He had given me four rupees,
saying, ‘Keep them’. I connected this with the
story ‘Tyane majhe char bhau marle’ (He killed
my four brothers). Don’t you remember - while
we were in Shirdi at Easter, we were asked to
come down with four rupees each by Sai Baba...
The number four indicates the ego complex i.e.
Manas (mind), Buddhi (intelligence), Chitta
(consciousness) and Ahankar (egotism), and the
need to surrender them at the feet of the Guru,
and, to kill these four components (brothers)
that lead a devotee astray.” In his insightful
letter, Tatya Saheb Nulkar describes how both
the Gurus (Sai Baba and Kaka Puranik) work in
unison on the same subject - thus, strengthening
and affirming the faith of the devotee.

asked him to go to Dadabhat Kelkar’s house.
He went there and was warmly received by
his host. After a few hours Dadabhat, while
leaving for Masjid to perform Baba’s Pooja,
invited Dr. Pandit to join him. Dr. Pandit gladly
accompanied him. Dadabhat worshipped Baba.
Nobody until then dared to apply sandal-paste
to Baba’s forehead. Only Mhalsapati used to
apply it to His throat. Now Dr. Pandit took
Dabadhat’s dish containing Pooja-materials and
taking sandal-paste out of it, drew a Tripundra
(three horizontal lines) on Baba’s forehead.
To the surprise of all, Baba stayed calm, quiet
and peaceful without any negative impact
of resentment. When Dababhat revisited the
Masjid that evening, he asked Baba, “How is
it, that though You object to the sandal-paste
being applied by others to Your forehead, You
allowed Dr. Pandit to do so now?” Baba replied
that Dr. Pandit caught the glimpse of his Guru -
Raghunath Maharaja (known as Kaka Puranik)
in Him, and he applied the sandal-paste to His
forehead, as he was regularly doing to his Guru.
That is why, He did not protest. On enquiry, Dr.
Pandit admitted to Dadabhat that he took Baba
as his Guru Kaka Puranik; and hence, he marked
the Tripundra on Baba’s forehead, as he did on
his Guru’s forehead.

(Shri Sai Sat Charita, Chapter 11)

Ramachandra alias Gholap Swami was
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the staunch disciple
of Swami Samarth
of Akkalkot. He was
the son of Dhundiraj.
Ramachandra under
the tutelage of one
Nathu Appa learnt
palmistry, astrology,
Vedas and Hindu
Law and became
proficient in these
subjects.  Because
of his proficiency,
many rich people often consulted him. Thus,
Ramachandra was quite affluent and famous
and people consulted him to get their problems
resolved. His name figures in Shri Sai Sat
Charitra, Chapter 12.

During the later years, Ramachandra’s
father became his spiritual Guru, and under
his guidance, Ramachandra’s attachment for
materialistic things, name and fame totally
disappeared. He started performing Maha
Rudra Yaga, Suryopasana, Sandhya and Agni
Seva regularly at the Tilbhandeshwar temple. It
is one of the oldest temples in the Varanasi city.
He also wrote many religious books on various
subjects. Upon his father’s insistence, he got
married and had a daughter and two sons. His
wife passed away after sometime. Then he took
up Agni Seva and remarried. A second marriage
followed the death of his spouse. His second
wife too passed away soon; and, he now gave
up Agni Seva and took Sanyas, and from then
onwards he was known as Adveyndra Saraswati
alias Gholap Swami or Baba Swami.

After he took Sanyas, he was looking
for a Sakshatkari Mahapursh to be his Guru.
Since he was living in Nasik, he met many
Sadhus and Saints, but none of them was able
to create any impression on him. One day he
got up at 3.30 a.m., bathed in the Godavari river
and did his daily morning rituals and Pooja.
Immediately after he completed his Sadhana, he
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was electrified by the presence of a Satpurush,
who had magnetic personality. His lustrous eyes
spoke of his self-realization. Gholap at once
prostrated before him. The Satpurush thus spoke
gently, “To give you the fruit of your karmas, 1
have come all the way from Akkalkot.”

Gholap instantly realized that this Avatar
Purush was his Guru. To get this confirmed he
said to that Satpurush, “You have come all the
way from Akkalkot to give me refuge.”

At the very sight of his Guru, his mind
attained a profound calm and peace. He got
answers to all the questions he had in his
mind. He was now overwhelmed with love and
gratitude. He wished to invite the Satpurush
inside his hermitage, but before he could do
that, the Satpurush disappeared.

Soon after this incident, he went to
Akkalkot. At that time, Swami Samarth
was lying on a cot in the Garden. Gholap
immediately prostrated before him. Swami
Samarth asked him, “And when did you come
from Nasik?” This confirmed that the Guru
had chosen him as His disciple. He became
speechless. Gholap spent some very fruitful
time in Akkalkot and progressed spiritually very
rapidly. Then he returned to Nasik and brought
Padukas of Swami Samarth along with him.
He regularly worshipped them and did Seva of
Swami Samarth. Finally, in Shake 1809 (1887),
on the auspicious day of Ashadha Trayodashi,
took Samadhi.

An orthodox Agnihotri Brahmin of Nasik,
|
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Mule Shastri was an ardent disciple of Gholap
Swami. He had studied the six Shastras and
was well-versed in astrology and palmistry. He
once came to Shirdi to see Bapusaheb Buti, the
famous millionaire of Nagpur. After seeing him,
he and others went to have Baba’s Darshan in
the Masjid. Mule Shastri, as a palmist, wanted to
examine Baba’s plam and asked Him to extend
His hand. Baba ignored his request. Then, they
all returned to the Wada. Mule Shastri bathed,
wore fresh clothes, and started his routine
duties, viz. Agnihotra etc. Then, Baba as usual
started for Lendi Baug and said, “Take some
Geru (i.e. a red miry substance, used to dye
clothes in saffron-colour), we shall today wear
saffron-coloured cloth.” None understood what
Baba meant.

After some time Baba returned to the
Dwarkami, and preparations for the noon-
Aarati were being made. Bapusaheb Jog asked
Mule Shastri, whether he would accompany
him for the Aarati. He replied that he would
have Baba’s Darshan in the afternoon. Baba
occupied His Gadi (seat) and was worshipped
by the devotees. The Aarati commenced. Then,
Baba said, “Get some Dakshina from the new
(Nasik) Brahmin, viz. Mule Shastri.” Buti
himself went to get the Dakshina and when
conveyed Baba’s message to Mule Shastri, he
was sorely perplexed. He thought in his mind,
‘I am a pure Agnihotri Brahmin, why should I
pay Dakshina? Baba may be a great Saint. But,
I am not His disciple.” Nonetheless, since a great
Saint, like Sai Baba was asking for Dakshina
through a millionaire like Buti, he could not
refuse. So, leaving his routine incomplete, he
departed with Buti for the Masjid.

Thinking himself holy and sacred, and the
Masjid otherwise, he remained at a distance, and
joining his palms threw flowers at Baba from
there. But lo! all of a sudden, he didn’t see Baba
in His seat, but saw his late Guru Gholap Swami
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there instead. He was wonder-struck. Could this
be a dream? No, it was not, as he was wide-
awake, but how could his late Guru Gholap be
there? He was dumbfounded for some time. He
pinched himself and thought again, but could
not reconcile to the fact of his late Guru Gholap
being in the Masjid.

Ultimately, leaving aside all doubt, he went
up, fell at his Guru’s feet and then, stood there
with folded hands. Other people sang Baba’s
Aarati, while Mule Shastri chanted loudly his
Guru’s name. Then, casting off all pride of caste
and sacredness, he fell at his Guru’s feet and
closed his eyes. When he got up and opened his
eyes, he saw Baba asking for Dakshina. Seeing
Baba’s blissful form, and His inconceivable
power, Mule Shastri forgot himself. He was
extremely pleased; his eyes were full of tears
of joy. He again prostrated at Baba’s feet and
gave the Dakshina. On seeing this wonderful
Leela of Baba all the people, including Mule
Shastri, were much moved, and they realized
the meaning of Baba’s words, “Bring Geru, we
shall put on saffron-coloured clothes.”

Mule Shastri said that he didn’t have any
doubt any more.

Thus, though Sai Baba never provided
formal Diksha (Initiation) to any of His
devotees, they all still caught the glimpse of
their Guru in Him.
