(Shri Ram Navami Festival - 2018)

The annual Shri Ram Navami festival was
held by the Shree Saibaba Sansthan Trust,
Shirdi this year from Saturday, March 24, 2018
to Monday, March 26, 2018, in an air of piety
amidst chants of ‘Jai Shri Sai Ram’.

The Ram Navami festival was started in
Shirdi in 1911 with the permission of Shri Sai
Baba.
